TB AINING:AII prospective real estate agents take a
professional course on fair housing policies before they get

their license. They also take a 3-hour course on fair housing
policies every two years to maintain their license, per a state
law REALTORS® advocated.

EVEBYUNE:We supported legislation that will end the
practice of exempting long-time real estate brokers from fair

housing and other training requirements. The state
legislature passed it this year, and it is on the governor’s
desk.

to their commitment to fair housing.

state and local programs that use qualified, trained field
testers to ensure real estate agents follow fair housing law.
